Machine-based

Each license key allows you to install puffer:fish on two
computers with unique system IDs. These system IDs are
computed during license activation.

The same license can be used by multiple users, but
each user has to individually unlock the full version of
puffer:fishunder their account.

In case a system-ID is changed (e.g. replacement of
the hard drive), you can revoke/activate the plug-in next
to the respective system-ID in the Dashboard of your
sonible user account.
